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In 1973 asmall group of friends decided to revive the traditional
singing of "Messiah" at Christmas. An advertisement gained the support
of further enﬂ:ua;‘ asts which resulted in a performance of the cratorio in
St. Mary's Church, Atherstone. Some of the group were keen to continue
and 50 it was that in 1974 Bernard Powell became the first Musical
Director of the newly formed  Atherstone Choral Society. For 16 years
his vision and inspiration took the choir from strength 10 strength. The
choir is now one of the biggestin the Midlands with amembershipof 100
yoices. The present Musical Director, Li. Col. (Ret'd) Philip Evans, had
connections with the choir for a number of years when he directed the
Band of the Corps of Royal Engineers on their visits to Bedwonh Civic
Hall. Following his retirement in 1995 he was appointed Director of
Music of the choir and every Monday travels from Kent for rehearsals.
