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Christopher Mowat has been a regular conductor of the Eynsford Concart
Band on their engagements in the UK and abroad and is delighted to be re-
joining therm for this special concert in Farnham.

Last September Chris was appointed Head of Brass and Percussion at the
Welsh Coliege of Music and Drama after a thirty-year career in major British
archestras. He held the position of principal trombone in the BBC Symphony
Orchestra for twenty years. He was a member of the Philip Jones Brass
Ensembie and founder member of its successor, London Brass.

As a soloist. he has performed concertos with the BBC Symphony Orchestra,
BEC Philharmonic, Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, the Londadn Festival
Orchestra, and Eynsford Concert Band.

Lintil his move to Wales he was Professor of Trombone at the Royal College
of Music and Trinity College of Music. Chris has adjudicated the Audi Junior
Musician and the BBC Young Musician of the Year compelitions,

Over recent years, Chris has been doing an increasing amount of conducting
and orchesiral coaching at the Royal College of Music and the Royal
Academy of Music. He has conducted the Wind Ensemble of the Guildhall
Schiool of Music Junior Department and county groups for Cornwall,
Leicastershire, Bedfordshire and Kent and now several ensembles at
WCMD.

As arranger for Philip Jones Brass Ensemble and London Brass, his music is
published by Chesters. Rosehill Music, and Brass Wilind  Publications.
Christopher Mowat is editor of three brass ensemble series and author of
various albums of trombone repertoira all published by Brass Wind
Publications. Much of this music has been recorded on the Teldec and
Pickwick labels. He is'a record reviewer and writes on brass lopics for the
BBC. Music Magazine.

Graham Sheldon was born in London in 1980 and began playing the cornet
st the age of B years in a local chureh band. He joined the Army as a junior
Musician in 1976, was trained at the Royal Military School of Music, Knelier
Hal, and went on to enjoy a very successful career as a musician in the
Bard of Her Majesty's Irish Guards, attaining the position of Band Sergeant
Maijor befors his retirement from the Army in the year 2000,

Since leaving the British Army, Graham has been working for the Salvation
Army as an administrator, and together with his wife Heather, a serving
Police Officer, is running the Canvey lsland Corps of the Salvation Army.
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Alongside his career in the Irish Guards Band, Graham has atways had a
keen interest in local bands, both playing and conducting, and has achieved
many CGHEEEEHQ SUCCesTes EDﬂdIJCﬁhg brass bands.

Graham's assoclation with Eynsford Goncert Band goes back to 1982 when
he first made his appearance as guest conductor. He has conducled the
band at many prestigious venues including The Queen Elizabeth Hall, and
was pleassd o make a CO with the band in 1996

Richard Pearce was organ scholar at Trinity College, Cambridge, where as
arganist and conductor he toured and recorded extensively with the chaped
chair, broadeasting for radio and television: Richard graduated in 1990 with
first class honours I music.  Since leaving university he spent two years as
a postgraduate at the Guildhall School of Musicand Drama.

Richard has performed throughout Britain including recitals at the Purcefl
Room and the Wigmore Hall, as well as broadcasting for BBC television and
radio, S4C and Classic FM, He appeared in the final of the 1997 Cardiff
Singer of the World Competition, re-released in 1999 as a CD with the BEC
Music Magazine.

Richard works regularfy with many chairs in London: he conducted the
Whitehall Choir in their performance of fsrael in Egypl in St John's Smith
Square in March, and in & programme of English and German music in St
James' Piccadilly in July, Richard works regularly with the BBC Singers, the
Royal Choral Society and the Corydon Singers as well as the Waverlay
Singers:

Malcolm Hicks graduated in Music at the University of Birmingham where he
was also Assistant Master of the Music at the Cathedral, and crganist and
Assistant Conductor with major choirs and orchestras, After further studies in
piano, cello, singing and condusting at the Guildhall School of Music, he has
since pursued a full-time: career as a keyboard player and conduclor. He
plays with all the major London orchestras in South Bank concerts, Proms,
many broadcasts for radio and TV, films, recordings and on tour abroad,
many times in Europe, and as far afield as Japan, Korea, North and South
America and the former USSR, He was Associate Conductor of the Londen
Philharmonic Chair and Deputy Conductor of the Royal Choral Society for
many years, and continues o work regularly with them as choirmaster and
with other principal cheirs in London, including the London Symphony
Chorus, the BBC Symphony Chorus and the BBC Singers amongst others.
He was appointed Musical Director of the Waverley Singers in May 1982,
